Purpose and legal grounds of data processing

Data recipients 

Officers authorized by the Controller shall have access to your personal data, the processing of which is 

within the scope of their duties. 

 

Data transfer outside the European Economic Area (EEA) 

Your personal data shall be disclosed to subjects authorized by law. Your personal data may be also 

processed by the provider of the G-Suite services for education by the Google Corporation in their data 

processing centres.9
